The questions that continue to haunt me as | move through my life have to do with how we survive... how we go on... how we
pick ourselves up and go forward — beyond loss, beyond tragedy, beyond pain. .. into life. How do we become phoenixes
rnising out of flamas? | don't pretend that | have any answers, but | feel | am always living the question. Where | find the most
solace - where | allow myself to go in my darkest days - is in the hope that we are constantly evolving, growing, changing.
That | am on a continued path towards some kind of awakea-nass, lowards some kind of open space,
towards some kind of light. On my best days, | am driven by my curiosity; on my not-so-best days, its
enough just to keep my eyes open, knowing that someone out there has something to teach me. |
have found myself attracted to the Greek plays in some way by their simplicity. Rage drives the
plays. There are enormous emotions within the Greek landscape — world-splitting angers and
-~ crushed-to-the-cora pain and, yes, ulter jubilation. My curlosity has always lived in the gray matter

- between these enormous emotions. There is such poetry in the brilliant ‘redness” of these
= characlers and such humanity in how each struggle within their extreme circumstancas. What we
read on the page are these emotions manifested fully, wholly, and white-hot with no ambiguities.
What we don't see at first - what we don't always read on the page - is the complexity of the struggle, the depth of emotional
well that must get tapped in order to get inside these buming lives. My path into these characters feels synonymous 1o some
of my own struggles to survive, to forge my way through pain, to overcome rage that could have potentially consumed me,
and move forward into life.

Essentially, Wrecked is a fusion of the Oresteia and The Trojan Women, and all of the Greek plays that interweave and
intertwine between the two. A grand total of 10 plays! These plays afford us with all the different points of view that make up
this one epic story of a family — a civilization - completely wasted by RAGE and
its struggle 1o right itsall. Ultimately, Wrecked Is about how each of the characters
struggles from darkness into light — however they do it. Some succeed, others

don't, The effort lies in their eamest altempts toright horrible wrongs and move w R £c K E D
forward into life, into light.
